To arouse the interest of visitors and investors, a catalog describing the exhibitions will be distributed a few weeks before the conference. Therefore, you are invited to submit as soon as possible some information that will convince the readers and the potential investors to contact you to request a face-to-face meeting and discuss with you during the conference. 
In the catalog, a maximum of 2 pages will be allocated for each exhibitor. As a guideline to prepare your input, we propose the following list meant to answer in advance the most common questions visitors and investors may have in mind. All points below may not be relevant to your specific situation, to the present TRL level of your system, and may be disregarded. Please give a description adapted to your particular case. What is important is to describe the exhibit on display to let understand how the system works and the key features you want the visitors to look at.

· Technology Readiness Level (TRL) reached for the moment
· Next technological development planned
· Business
· Founders – Investors – Team key persons – Equity history
· Current financing round
· Next financing round
· Business model – Development roadmap
· Expected TRL within 24 to 36 months
We have designed this Template so that simply typing over it will produce a document with the desired font, font sizes, bolding and other features.  It is the same format as the IWAHLM17 Abstracts that will be included in the same conference brochure. 
If you intend to present a paper during the conference, you need to submit separately an abstract via the conference site and register as attendee. 
This document provides formatting instructions for authors preparing the exhibition description. The authors must follow the instructions given in this document. The entire text should be in Times New Roman Font with single-line spacing.
The title should be in 14-pt bold, with contact names and affiliation in 12-pt. 
The paper size is A4 (210 x 297 mm) with margins of 25mm on all four sides.  
The document should be 2 pages maximum with one column. The body text must be in 11-pt regular. Longer documents will be edited to 2 pages. The text should be left and right justified. There must be single spacing in text, and double-spacing between paragraphs within the text.  
Graphs or photographs can be included in the text, if they are put in a Text Box, possibly with captions. Printing on axes or otherwise within the figures should be readable. Alternatively, a QR code may be inserted leading to your website.

The Text Box border is optional.    Move the Text Box by dragging it.  The text box may be resized, and you may delete it.
